Expiration of Unemployment Insurance Programs
NOTE: The information provided below is generally applicable. Some minor variations may exist due to differences among the states.

Emergency Unemployment Compensation (EUC)—Additional weeks of benefits
· Individuals who exhaust regular state unemployment compensation (UC) after November 20, 2010 (in NY, November 21, 2010) are NOT eligible for EUC.

· Individuals who exhaust a tier of EUC after November 27, 2010 (in NY, November 28, 2010) are NOT eligible for the next tier of EUC.

· However, individuals currently receiving a tier of EUC may continue to receive payments for that tier until April 30, 2011 (in NY, May 1, 2011).

Extended Benefits (EB)—Additional weeks of benefits
· The statutory end date for 100 percent Federal funding of most EB costs is December 1, 2010.

· 25 states (AL, AZ, CA, CO, DE, FL, GA, ID, IL, IN, KY, ME, MA, MI, MO, NV, NY, OH, PA, SC, TN, TX, VA, WV, WI) and DC amended their laws to temporarily make EB available while there is 100% Federal funding of most EB costs.  These provisions expire at different times in different states.  When the temporary provisions expire, EB will no longer be available under permanent law in any of these states.  In AL, CO, DE, FL, ID, IL, IN, KY, MO, OH, PA, SC, TN, TX, and WV, EB availability will cease on December 4, 2010.  In NY, EB will not be available after December 5, 2010.  In AZ, CA, DC, GA, ME, NV, VA, and WI, EB availability will cease on December 11, 2010.  In Massachusetts, EB will not be available after December 25, 2010, and in Michigan it will not be available after January 1, 2011.  Unlike EUC, when EB triggers off in a state, current EB recipients may NOT continue to receive EB payments during a “phase-out” period.  All EB eligibility ends.

· States will notify current EB claimants when EB payments will end.

· As of December 3, 2010, in 10 states (AK, CT, KS, MN, NJ, NM, NC, OR, RI, WA) and Puerto Rico, EB is available under permanent provisions of their law.  Current EB recipients in these states may continue to collect their remaining EB entitlement as long as EB remains payable in the state.
· The Federal government will continue to pay 100 percent of EB costs for claimants who established EB eligibility before December 1, 2010, provided the state remains triggered on EB, through weeks of unemployment ending before May 1, 2011.

Federal Additional Compensation (FAC) — $25 weekly supplement
· The FAC program expired on June 2, 2010.  Individuals who had been receiving FAC in conjunction with regular state UC, EUC, EB, or certain other unemployment programs could continue to receive FAC during a phase-out period.  
· The phase-out period ends on December 11, 2010 (in NY, December 12, 2010).  After this date, no one may receive an FAC payment.
NOTE: Individuals who have no remaining benefits based on their initial regular state UC claim may be eligible for UC in a second benefit year if they had sufficient intervening employment and meet all other requirements of state law.  If you think you may be eligible, check with your state.
